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Guidelines for Applicants for the Selection Examination for the English Program

The applicants who successfully pass this examination may enroll in October 2019 or April 2020.

1. Admission Policy

The International Relations and Area Studies Course seeks students who have a keen interest in
international issues and multiculturalism and who possess the practical foreign language skills to pursue
their studies. The International Studies Program has been established for students who wish to take classes
in English and, thereby, to improve their linguistic and international communication skills. The Course
curriculum is designed to expose students to a variety of different issues facing humankind under rapidly
changing, complex circumstances and to consider the solution of these problems facing the international
community from diverse regional and global perspectives. In addition, the International Relations and Area
Studies Course seeks to assist its students in developing a highly effective international skill set to prepare
them for future careers in fields involving international relations. Students encouraged to apply include those
who already have some background and knowledge of international relations, political economy,

comparative politics, and/or Area studies.

2. The Number to Be Admitted: a few

3. Qualifications for Applying

Those who fall under any of the following categories or are expected to fall under such categories by

September 30, 2019 (or by March 31, 2020 if the applicant will enter the Graduate School in April 2020)

shall qualify. As to the second period application (April admission only), only foreign and Japanese

applicants who live in Japan will be accepted.

(1) A person who has graduated from a university described in Article 83 of the School Education Act
(No. 26 of 1947 Act).

(2) A person who has been granted a bachelor’'s degree pursuant to the provisions of Article 104,
Paragraph 4 of the School Education Act.

(3) Persons who have completed a 16-year course of school education with a regular curriculum in a
foreign country.

(4) A person who has completed a course of an educational institution in Japan which is recognized by
his or her country as having a curriculum of a university under the said country’s education system
and which is designated separately by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and
Technology.

(5) A person who has, while living in Japan, completed a 16-year course under the said foreign country’s
education system by taking subject classes of a foreign school through a distance learning system.

(6) A person who has been granted an academic degree equal to a bachelor's degree in foreign



university or other institution (limited to those institutions that have been evaluated by the government
or by persons who have the approval of foreign government or relevant organizations or designated
separately to be an equivalent by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology
in terms of comprehensive status of the education and research activities, etc.) by completing a
program having a duration of study of 3 years or more (including those who have completed subject
classes under a distance learning system offered by a foreign school while living in Japan or have
completed a program at an educational institution in Japan that is part of the school education system
of the specific country and that is separately designated by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports,
Science and Technology).

(7) Persons designated by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology.

(8) Persons who have completed a higher course of a specialized training college (restricted to a college
having 4 years or longer of a duration of study and that satisfies the standards determined by the
Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology) separately designated by the
Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology on after a day decided by the Minister
of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology.

(9) A person who has enrolled in a graduate school of other university pursuant to the provisions of
Article 102, Paragraph 2 of the School Education Act and then who is recognized to have appropriate
abilities to receive graduate school education at a graduate school of Kanazawa University
(hereinafter referred to as the “University”).

(10) A person who has enrolled in a university described in Article 83 of the School Education Act for 3
years or more, a person who has completed a 15 years of school curriculum in a foreign country, a
person who has completed in Japan a program of an educational institution which is recognized to
have 15 years of school curriculum of the country under the school education system of the foreign
country and which is designated separately by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science
and Technology, or a person who has completed a 15 years of program under the education system
of a foreign country by taking subject classes through a distance learning system provided by a school
in the foreign country while living in Japan and who is recognized as having acquired prescribed
number of credits with superior grades in a graduate school of the University.

(11) A person who has reached 22 years of age and is recognized as having academic ability equivalent
to or more of that of persons described in Item 1 as a result of individual screening by a graduate
school of the University.

[Note] In the event of (11), the following candidates will be recognized as qualifying through individual

screening.

Persons who qualify for special admission to the third year of university are aged 22 or older at the

time of admission, and fall within any of the following categories:

(a) A person who has studied in an advanced course at junior college or technical college after
having qualified for special admission to university

(b) A person who has work experience or other experience in activities with international
organizations and other institutions in an overseas country

(c) Aforeign student who has been in a graduate school or a school of Kanazawa University as a
research student for a given period and has sufficient academic skills to qualify for the master’'s
course of the Graduate Schools of Human and Socio-Environmental Studies

4. Preliminary Examination of Qualifications

Those who would like to apply under 3. (6), (9), (10), (11) (a), 3. (11) (b) or 3. (11) (c) above are asked
to submit the following materials to Admission Section, Student Affairs Division, Human and Social
Administration Department, Kanazawa University by May 17, 2019 (Fri), for the first period application
(October admission or April admission) or by November 27, 2019 (Wed), for the second period application
(April admission only). When submitting materials by mail, "Application for Preliminary Examination of
Qualifications, Graduate School of Human and Socio-Environment Studies (Master’'s Course)” should be
written in red on the front of the envelope.

(6) A certificate of enroliment that shows that the applicant has experience in business or experience in
activities (if applying under 3. (11) (b)) (in any form)

(7) A document that describes the business or activities (written by the supervisors of such activities, if
applying under 3. (11) (b)) (in any form)

(8) Research plan document: Explaining the applicant’s research plan at the Graduate School, the
relationship to past work experience or activities, and hopes for the future. (A form designated by
the Graduate School of Human and Socio-Environmental Studies)

(9) Graduation thesis or an alternative research report (a copy is acceptable)

(10) If you reside in Japan, return envelope (235mm x 120mm, self-addressed and, in the case of
domestic applicants, self-stamped with 792-yen in postage [registered express mail])

Note 1: The candidates will be notified of the results by the end of May 2019 for the first period
application or by the middle of December 2019 for the second period application. Any materials
submitted will not be returned.

Note 2: Certificates and documents issued by foreign schools or organizations must be submitted with
a Japanese version and a briefing document.

Oral examination

Oral examination will be conducted on the subject chosen by the examinee in written examination
based on the contents of the submitted research plan document and the graduation theses or an

alternative research report.

8. Application for a Short-term Visa

Applicants should pay special attention to the following points if applying for a short-term visa with the

Japanese embassy or Japanese consulate in their country to take the entrance examination.

(1)

The Graduate School of Human and Socio-Environment Studies cannot issue the documents
required for the issuance of a visa, such as a letter of personal reference, a schedule of stay, a
statement of reason for the invitation, or a guarantor’s certificate of employment.

If an applicant is not able to acquire a short-term visa for the entrance examination after following the
examination application procedure, the examination fee will not be returned. Please confirm the
requirements for acquisition of a short-term visa well in advance at the Japanese embassy or

Japanese consulate.

(2) Notice: Following submission, applications cannot be modified or withdrawn, fees are non-refundable.
If an application is found to contain false statements, admission may be canceled. In that case,
admission fee once paid are not refunded for any reason. Applicants are advised to make sure that
the date for admission procedures is strictly fixed. If successful applicants fail to follow the admission

procedures by that date, they will be considered to have declined their admission.

(3) Successful applicants are required to submit a bank account balance certificate (balance of 1 million
yen or more). (To apply for a Certificate of Eligibility (CoE))
