In 1993, when the predecessor of the present-day Graduate School of Human and Socio-Environmental Studies
was established as the Graduate School of Socio-Environmental Studies, there were only a few graduate schools in
Japan that used “environment” in their names. However, as social awareness against environmental problems
increased, environmental research in the field of not only natural sciences but also cultural and social sciences
became more popular. Today, majors, courses, divisions, and graduate schools with “Human Environment” or
“Social Environment” featuring in their names are no longer rare.

The concept of “environment” focuses on the interactions between humans and other living things in their



surroundings. For example, in the context of intensifying economic activities and increasing CO2 emissions, the
exogenous nature (the earth) could be considered the “environment” for humans and other living things. Therefore,
by considering artificial nature and focusing on interactions among humans, culture (such as language, thought,
religion, and art—accomplishments of humans’ intellectual activities), and society (such as families, local
communities, companies, cooperative associations, legal systems, nations, and international
relationships—essentially groups of people), we can set cultural environments and social environments as new
research targets. Thus, “environment” no longer simply means the natural environment (physical matter, life, the
earth, the universe, etc.).

Significant improvements in science and technology and the spread of information have changed not only the
natural environment but also cultural and social environments, and have expanded human possibilities. On the
other hand, changes in the natural, cultural, and social environments have given rise to new pathologies that
sometimes terrify humans themselves. We—the people living in a modern society—need to understand through the
methods of humanities and social sciences (not just from the viewpoint of natural sciences) the negative aspects,
pathologies, and difficulties that significant improvements in science and technology and access to information
have caused. Simutaneously, we have to understand comprehensively and multidirectionally the positive aspects of
various environmental changes.

The human social environment as a phenomenon is the sum of humans themselves, the cultural environment,
and the social environment. Furthermore, the terms “cultural environment” and “social environment” refer to
the cultural and social conditions that make human existence possible, as well as the historical achievements made
by humans over a long period of time. Therefore, in contrast to the traditional concept of environment, we regard
the sum of three environments—namely, natural, cultural, and social environments—as the total environment. As
shown in the following chart, at our school, we aim to educate and conduct comprehensive and multidirectional
research by taking into consideration the concept of total environment and the three environments contained within

it.
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(2) A\MERDBIE Fostering Human Resources
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Our graduate school aims to explore human and social environments comprehensively and multidirectionally by
focusing on humanities, law, politics, and economics. In addition, we aim to foster human resources such as
researchers and highly specialized personnel to rise to the challenges in these areas.

The specific goals of fostering human resources at the doctoral course are as follows:

(D To develop the teaching staff of universities, colleges, and technical schools. Furthermore, in order to
enhance the research capability of the staff members, we provide recurrent education to teachers seeking

degrees.

@ To develop highly specialized personnel deeply involved in research, such as researchers at private
institutions and think tanks, and provide them with recurrent education. We will also provide similar recurrent
education to professionals at the administrative agencies of local governments, NPOs, etc. who are seeking

degrees and aiming to increase their capabilities for conducting specialized research.

@ To assist international students in earning a doctorate degree and narture people who will work as

researchers or highly specialized personnel within Japan or their home country.

DAXZEI—X Humanities Course
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In this course, students will focus on studying the field of cultural science, including human sciences,
education, history, language/literature, and cultural resources. In addition, students will conduct overall research
in comprehensive areas and related fields with the aim of gaining the ability to identify and solve new problems
in specific target areas and to build intelligence flexible enough to break into new fields. To challenge past
assumptions and the status quo and to drastically change people’s way of thinking, we offer various subjects to

students and assist them in advancing innovative and cross-field research.




@2 - BiA%¥a—X Law and Politics Course
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Students will study politics and basic, public, social, and civil law. Basic law is studied to build a foundation
of positive law through research on the concepts of law, history, foreign laws, and so on. Public and social law
are studied for understanding interpretations of law as related to the nation, local governments, and civic life.
Civil law is studied to understand interpretations of law that discipline human environments. In the study of
politics, students look at both the ideals and the reality of politics, conducting scientific examinations and
understanding the history of politics, philosophy, and the functions of media. Kanazawa University is home to
professors of the various aforementioned fields. Therefore, utilizing the achievements of these professors in
their specialized fields, graduate students are expected to conduct their own creative studies to widen their

horizons and challenge the status quo within the academic community and actual practice.

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In the modern world, there are two conflicting flows—convergence through regional integration and
polarization of integrated regions. Although these flows enhance the development of the social economy, there
concurrently exist various problems in both local and international society. These problems include conflict,
economic inequality, and environmental issues. In the socioeconomics course, students will analyze modern
societal trends by using the theory of economics and business. Moreover, they will aim to create specific

strategies for solving the problems plaguing modern society.

3 BEINTSLEUIERES

Educational Programs and System of Instruction
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In the doctoral course, students mainly focus on gaining knowledge in a specialized field while cultivating a

wide perspective. Students obtain strong research skills in order to conduct their own independent research.

Therefore, we put in a lot of efforts for guiding students’ dissertations, which ultimately prove their research

ability.

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Each student works with a primary supervisor whose area of expertise is close to the student’s research themes
and two sub-supervisors who assist the primary supervisor. The primary supervisor is appointed by considering the
student’s request at the time of enrollment. Further, sub-supervisors are chosen by the primary supervisor by
considering the student’s research themes. The supervisors may be changed in case of changes in the research
theme. A student’s course shall be the course to which the primary supervisor belongs. Also selected is a research

collaboration advisor who counsels various issues, from a third-person perspective. [JEE#MH]]

To complete the doctoral course, students are required to enrol in Kanazawa University at least three years, earn
at least ten credits in lectures and six credits in seminars, and meet an English proficiency standards set separately.
In addition, students must pass the final examination and the screening of their doctoral thesis after the completion
of both Supervision of Doctoral Dissertation A and Supervision of Doctoral Dissertation B. However, students with
outstanding research achievements may be allowed to complete the course early. Please see below for more details

(3) WELIEFEAL Required Number of Credits
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Students are required to earn at least sixteen credits to complete the course. Subjects are taught through lectures
and seminars. Students must earn at least ten credits through lectures, including four credits from compulsory
and elective compulsory courses in GS Advanced Courses for Postgraduates and six credits through seminars. Two
credits of the elective course, “Cooperative Education through Research Internships,” can be included in lectures if
it is taken. Students should take GS Advanced Courses for Postgraduates basically in the first year, and it is
desirable that students take “International Collaborative Research for Innovation” or “Cooperative Education
through Research Internships” in the second year. However, lectures are mainly aimed at imparting requisite
knowledge within the students’ field and expanding their horizons in related areas. Therefore, it is suggested that
lectures be taken in the first year of study. Seminars mainly focus on guidance for writing a doctoral thesis. In
general, students earn four credits from seminars conducted by their primary supervisor and two credits from
seminars conducted by their sub-supervisors. Students basically may not earn more than one credit in each subject.
However, students may take up to twice in project study and seminars conducted by their primary supervisor. In
order to obtain a doctoral degree in socio-environment studies, students are required to earn at least four credits in
the common subjects of the doctoral course (excluding “GS Advanced Courses for Postgraduates” and “Project

(4) PLRIHBXEFRDEH  Doctoral Thesis Requirement
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We provide two stages for students to write a doctoral thesis—Supervision of Doctoral Dissertation A and
Supervision of Doctoral Dissertation B. Supervision of Doctoral Dissertation A is intended for first-year students.
As a general rule, students have obligations to publish at least one paper in an academic journal, as well as to give
presentations and comments to others in Research Conference at the school. After fulfilling these requirements,
students are certified as having completed Supervision of Doctoral Dissertation A. Supervision of Doctoral
Dissertation B is for second-year students. As a general rule, students have obligations to publish at least one paper
in an academic journal, as well as to give presentations and comments to others in Research Conference at the
school. After fulfilling these requirements, students are certified as having completed Supervision of Doctoral
Dissertation B. After completing both Supervision of Doctoral Dissertation A and Supervision of Doctoral

(5) LRI DEZE  Screening of Academic Theses
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Students may submit doctoral theses twice a year, and the theses will be screened by a two-step process;
“preliminary screening” and “main screening.” The submission period of dissertation for preliminary screening is
between July and October in case of completing in March or between January and April in case of completing in
September. First, the dissertation is checked to determine whether it meets the standards of a doctoral thesis.
Problems or areas of improvement are pointed out by the doctoral thesis preliminary screening panel. If the
dissertation is judged to be of high enough quality to be submitted as a doctoral thesis, students must make

corrections within the dissertation based on panel’s advice. Students must then resubmit the thesis as their official



doctoral thesis in December or June. The submitted doctoral thesis must then be presented orally, after which a
review session is held. Once the thesis is judged acceptable for the conferment of a degree by the doctoral thesis
screening panel at a course conference, the result is confirmed at a graduate school conference.

The dissertation is judged in terms of the following aspects: research topic and methods, the creativity of its
theoretical concepts and reference data, theoretical precision, the meticulousness of its demonstration, its
contribution to the field of research, creating new understanding, and its form and appearance. Therefore, we

recommend that students conduct their research and write theses with the above aspects in mind. [ 5037 7 3C T 5%

Students may be requested to change their primary supervisor/sub-supervisor owing to reasons such as the
supervisor leaving Kanazawa University because of retirement, sickness, and so on. In these cases, the steering
committee of the doctoral course will assign a new supervisor after discussions with the affected supervisors and
student.

Students are also allowed to request for a supervisor change in such cases as a change in the research theme. In
this case, students are requested to fill out “Application for Change of Supervisor etc.” The form is available at
Graduate and International Student Affairs Section, Student Affairs Division, Human and Social Administration
Department. They should include reasons for the change and submit the filled-up form to Graduate and
International Student Affairs Section. Based on the submitted form, the steering committee of the doctoral course

will discuss the issue with the student, if necessary, and will assign new supervisors if deemed necessary to do so.

Through discussions with their supervisor, students decide upon their three-year research plan while striving to
gain knowledge and understand the methodologies within their specialty. Moreover, students have opportunities to
experience actual research by participating in project studies organized by their supervisor or other professors. By
the end of the first year, students are required to have earned at least six credits, including GS Advanced Courses
for Postgraduates.

In addition, based on research achievements such as their master’s thesis, students must publish at least one
paper in an academic journal, including publishing within the bulletin of the graduate school. They must also make
presentations, listen to presentations made by others, and make comments at presentations made by others at
Research Conference. In general, students are certified to have completed Supervision of Doctoral Dissertation A

after fulfilling these requirements.

In order to progress
to the third year, in general, students must also make presentations, listen to presentations made by others, and
make comments at presentations made by others at Research Conference. In general, students are certified to have
completed Supervision of Doctoral Dissertation B after fulfilling these requirements and thereafter qualify for
submitting a doctoral thesis. By the end of the second year, students are required to have earned at least twelve

credits.
